The update 
included the installation of a Aqua Paws underwater Treadmill.  The new 
system uses the natural properties of water to create a low-impact treadmill 
workout that helps your pets to increase muscle strength and endurance, and 
allows for a quicker transition to land-based therapy. The water reservoir lets 
you adjust water depth to suit your needs, while the clear sides and doors 
allow you to keep a tab on the therapy 
sessions from the front, sides, and back.

Scholarship

A scholarship specifically dedicated to 
graduate education in veterinary medicine 
will pay tribute to former university 
faculty member Edward Couvillion.

Couvillion joined the faculty in 1985 
as an assistant professor of parasitology. 
At the time of his sudden death in early 
1992, he was among MSU’s leading 
researchers.

The C. Edward Couvillion, DVM, PhD, 
Endowed Graduate Scholarship was 
established by his widow, Linda Naquin 
Couvillion McGrath, along with her 
husband, MSU education professor 
Vincent McGrath, and other family 
members.

The scholarship will be awarded to 
students in the veterinary medical 
sciences doctoral program who are 
actively involved in research. Applicants 
studying parasitology or wildlife diseases 
will be given preference. The 2010-2011 
scholarship was awarded to Gail Moraru.

A ribbon cutting ceremony was 
held for the Animal Emergency 
and Referral Center, an affiliate 
of Mississippi State University on 
April 22, 2010. According to Dr. 
Ron McLaughlin, head of the CVM 
Department of Clinical Sciences, 
“We have established a cooperative 
relationship with the practictioners 
in South Mississippi, and we want to 
provide service and support that will 
help them improve emergency care for 
patients and clients.”  An additional 
benefit of the clinic is that it will 
allow for the expansion of the rotation 
electives for veterinary students.  
Students will practice referral 
management and emergency care for 
the high volume of patients at the 
facility.  They will gain experience by 
working with staff at the Mississippi 
Veterinary Research and Diagnostic 
Laboratory in Pearl, located only 8 
miles away from the Flowood facility. 
“Our very presence in this partnership 
should assure the public that we will 
work with veterinarians to provide 
the highest level of quality emergency 
care for companion animals,” says Dr. 
Kent Hoblet. “The public support in 
Mississippi that CVM has received is 
phenomenal and we want to continue 
to show that we appreciate their trust.”

Blvd in Flowood, MS.
